2. Box Tops/ Grocery store programs – Kelly Bickle shared how Box Tops works, there’s 2 collecting sessions- Aug-Nov, and Dec-April.  Our school earns approx. $3200 every year from Box Tops.  She is thinking of starting a summer incentive-possibly have a contest for the class, in each grade level, that turns in the most box tops during the first month of school.  Kelly also shared how fabulous the E-scrips program is- and how going through their website to visit other popular online shopping sites- gains free money for the school.  Our school also earns money through the Target Visa Card program, the Community Card (available at Albertson’s), and the Safeway card that you register and link online.
3. Treasurer Report – Alyson Sawkiw shared a current financial report while going over the various categories within our budget.  She then explained how and why the money is earned and spent throughout the year.  As a PTO, we raise money to help in many areas of the school- including (but not limited to) scholarships, field trips, school improvement, classroom supplies and furniture.  We help the school and teachers gain the products, supplies and funds that the District does not have the budget and capability to provide.
4. Committees – KeriAnne Zimmerman gave a review of openings of committee chairpersons and upcoming events that the PTO sponsors, or helps other organizations put on.  See the attached committee list.
5. ECA Contributions – KeriAnne Zimmerman, Cindy Huffman and Cindy Siems shared the importance and the ease of making online contributions.  The ECA tax credit funds that are donated by parents at our school- will go to pay for individual grades activities, music programs and field trips.  When you choose to make a donation, of any amount up to $400 per year, you may specify for these funds to benefit a particular grade, activity or program.  You will in turn, receive dollar for dollar credit on your state taxes, as well as a percentage on your Federal Taxes- making your donation worth more to your taxes- then you originally paid.
6. Upcoming school events- The next events scheduled- are the Book Fair and the Silent Auction Fundraiser- that will raise funds for the Media Center- allowing them to continue to purchase current books, supplies and technology.
